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Abstract: The article examines
the epistemological foundations of the
philosophical theology of the analytic
philosopher of religion Richard Swinburne. The
author analyzes the epistemological principles
that determine: the nature of knowledge,
the justification of knowledge in terms of
probability, the Bayes theorem, the principle
of simplicity, the scientific explanation, the
personal explanation, etc. The article explores
the structure of the philosophical theism of
Swinburne: the coherent concept of God
and arguments for the existence of God. The
author also examines the apologetic potential
of the philosophical theism of R. Swinburne.
