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Abstract: This article offers a critical survey of Miroslav Volf’s theology of memory, tracing how
memory functions within his broader vision of justice, identity, forgiveness, reconciliation, and
eschatology. While affirming the moral necessity of remembering wrongdoing in the present, Volf
argues that memory must ultimately serve the goal of healing rather than perpetuating enmity. His
proposal of eschatological forgetting — where memories of wrongdoing lose their power overidentity
and relationships — raises important theological and ethical questions about justice, reconciliation,
and the lasting significance of suffering. Drawing on Volf’s wider theological framework, this article
explores both the strengths and tensions within his vision, particularly the balance between justice
and reconciliation in contexts of deep wrongdoing. Written against the background of ongoing
reflection on violence and memory, the study aims not to resolve every tension in Volf’s proposals
but to illuminate the internal logic of his thought and invite further theological engagement with the
challenges and hopes memory presents for Christian life and witness.
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
