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ESTEEMED READERS!

Let me introduce a new issue of “Theological Reflections” journal which is devoted to the
dialogue of Eastern and Western theology. “East” and “West” here are verbal images of certain
conventions — two traditions of theology which were formed in somewhat different cultural,
ecclesial, and intellectual contexts. Under “East” we understand that part of the Christian
tradition which is situated in the contours of Eastern Orthodox Church and its theological
heritage. “West” is predominantly protestant churches and Roman Catholic Church. Usage of
these pseudo-geographical labels may make one think about polarity or even total difference
between two traditions even though they have much in common. Dialogue is needed to dis-
cover these commonalities and understand differences.

Dialogue is not only a prosy verbal practice of two or more persons who share thoughts
or information. Due to such thinkers as Martin Buber, Mikhail Bakhtin, and Emmanuel Levi-
nas dialogue and dialogism became an integral part of contemporary culture and scholarly
discourse. Dialogues take place between people, schools of thought, cultures, churches, and
traditions. Exchange during a dialogue helps to better understand oneself seeing own reflec-
tion in the eyes of the other. It is due to dialogue that mutual enrichment occurs, and new con-
cepts and “languages” being learned. Moreover, development of tradition takes place through
inner dialogue with the predecessors, with the attempts to hear them anew and correlate with
a new situation. Without dialogue the movement forward is impossible. In the twentieth cen-
tury we witnessed a turn of the scholarship from narrow specialisations to interdisciplinarity.
It is hard to imagine a somewhat thorough research without “dialogue partners” and meaning-
tul interaction with them and their conceptions.

The section “Articles” contains several essays devoted to the theme of the issue. Thus, Tim
Shimko, a master student in Westminster Seminary (USA), in his article treats the subject of
divine incomprehensibility in the works of Reformed and Orthodox theologians. He contends
that despite agreement of both traditions that God cannot be fully know, they, nevertheless,
admit encounter with Him. The author demonstrates what are the differences of two tradi-
tions with regards to knowing of God and how they impact other subdisciplines of theology.

Anatoliy Denysenko, a fellow in the Eastern European Institute of Theology, approaches
a complex and ambiguous phenomenon - Radical Theology. In this overview the author at-
tempts to introduce the readers to the basic theses, key representatives, and the most impor-
tant ideas of the phenomenon. He focuses on the “theology of the death of God”. The author
contends that Radical Theology is a theological movement which is the most influential and
sensitive to the challenges of the contemporary culture. The article may attract attention of
those who are interested in recent history of Christian theology.

I am pleased to introduce two new authors of “Theological Reflections” Mahomed
Rubanenko, a postgraduate student at the National Pedagogical Dragomanov University
(Kyiv) and Eduard Denysiuk, a lecturer at the Transcarpathian Christian Institute (Khust).

Mahomed Rubanenko explores ontology of personality in the apophatic theology from
Vladimir Lossky to John Manussakis. The author treats this concept, critically assesses a per-
sonalistic thread in the Orthodox theology and points to the possible perspectives of this
thought.

Eduard Denysiuk focuses on N.T. Wright’s approach to the study of the person of Jesus
Christ and theology of Paul. He analyses the issues of worldview and history in the principal
works of N.T. Wright as well as how the text impact the reader during reading of it.

Oleksandr Stavnichuk from Theologisches Seminar Adelshofen (Germany) turns to the

ancient dispute on filioque. This issue is considered as an example of cross-exposure of histori-
cal circumstances, theological formulae, and spiritual practices. The author attempts to attract
attention to the practical implications of theological formulae.
In the section “Translations” we continue publishing another fragment of Jacob Armin-
Declaration sententiae” translated into Russian and commented by Rostyslav Tkachenko.
In the previous issue of “Theological Reflections” we published “Preface” which described a
personal story of Jacob Arminius. In this issue the readers will have chance to read a section of
“De Preedestinatione”. The publication of the works of this important theologian is an attempt
to fix an historical injustice and provide a chance to learn about his thought.
