The Tradition of the Gospel Christians:
A Reconstruction of the Practice
of Biblical Interpretation

Andrey PUZYNIN

This thesis explores the practice of biblical
interpretation in the post-Soviet tradition of
the Gospel Christians that has its origins in
the ministry of the Victorian revivalist
preacher Lord Radstock in St. Petersburg in
the 1870s. Attempting to resolve the current
interpretive impasse, this study provides a
diachronic descriptive analysis of the practice.
The analysis reveals that the major causes of
the contemporary crisis pertain to the radical
shift that took place in the tradition's prac-
tice after the collapse of the Soviet Union. The
inductive Bible study method was introduced
by Western educators and presented as the
only correct methodology, thereby rendering
the former pre-critical interpretive practices
as unscientific and wrong.

Building on the discoveries of historical
analysis, the thesis suggests a new paradigm
for biblical interpretation which is tradition-
continuous. Following the trajectory of the
Evangelical tradition in the Post-Soviet
context, a trajectory which relies on West-
ern thought, the thesis adopts a theological
differential-integral hermeneutics. This in-
terpretive strategy takes into account three
levels of interpretation: the author's inten-
tion, the literal meaning, and the represen-
tational content of a text in the history of its
interpretation. The interpreter is expected
to publicly justify his or her interpretive
decisions in light of the community's histor-
ical self-identity, its core values, and its con-
cept of good.

Between the West and the East:
Notes on the origin of the evangelical
movement in Russia

Constantine PROKHOROV

The author analyzes the religious situation
in the Russian empire in the late nineteenth/
early twentieth centuries and depicts the or-
igins of the national «Protestant spirit> and
the freedom-loving religious atmosphere of
a considerable part of Russian society, mor-
ally opposed to any violence on the part of
State Orthodoxy but not alien to «true Or-
thodoxy» in its essence. Precisely this pro-
test and interior freedom at one time gave rise
to a wide range of Old Believer and sectari-
an currents in Russia, quite often surprising-
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ly consonant with each other in their teach-
ings and traditions. Without denying the sig-
nificance of the «foreign factor» in the for-
mation of the early Russian Evangelical-
Baptist communities the author also
demonstrates their heterogeneity, including
both westward-looking and national tenden-
cies. Examples of the direct or mediated
adoption of European Protestant ideas are
balanced with the well-known self-depend-
ence of the «counter streams» of countless
Slavic God-seekers, and the selective atti-
tude of Russian sectarians towards classical
Protestant doctrines and foreign worship
practices. The author also shows the nature
of the Russian Protestant «choice of faith,»
which the people of all nationalities in Rus-
sia had the opportunity to make.

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William Fetler: The Thundering
Evangelist

During his life William Fetler was a contro-
versial Figure, with supporters praising his
accomplishments and detractors vilified him.
He was an accomplished revivalist and a pow-
erful speaker, and helped to spread the evan-
gelical faith in Russia and Latvia in spite of
many political vicissitudes. Fetler was a pio-
neer in independent mission work separate from
any denominational agency; at the same time
he formed several signifi-cant Baptist church-
es. He was without a peer in Christian pro-
motional activity. He left practi-cally no es-
tate, giving everything he had to his mission
cause. In spite of his accomplishments and com-
mitment to the mission cause, his zeal and bold-
ness at times outweighed good judgment,
under-mined relationships, and brought conflict.
Critics claimed that as a per-son he was self-
willed and impetuous. In spite of criticism and
opposition, he per-severed against all obstacles;
to the end he maintained a loyal following.

Children and Childhood among
Evangelical Christians-Baptists During
the Late Soviet Period (1960s-1980s)

Olena PANYCH

This paper explores strategies and practices
of the Christian upbringing of children with-
in the Evangelical Baptist community during
the late Soviet period (1960s-1980s). The
author depicts three aspects of childhood re-
lationships: the church (congregation), the
family and Soviet society. The Evangelical
Baptist community treated children as valu-
able «small followers of Christ.» At the same
time, efforts were aimed at bringing children
to conversion. The main direction of work
with children was to accustom them to prayer
and reading Holy Scripture. In their families
children were brought up with an understand-
ing of their mother's and father's role differ-
ences. The Soviet state strove to limit oppor-
tunities for believers and congregations to
bring up children in an atmosphere of Chris-
tian spirituality. The persecution of parents
for violating Soviet religious legislation also
influenced their children. Generally, the chil-
dren of believers were raised in conditions of
competition between Evangelical and Sovi-
et atheistic values and often became the sub-
ject of manipulation and the struggle for au-
thority and domination. All these circum-
stances created around them an atmosphere of
anxiety and distrust toward the «external» or
«worldly» society, and also increased their
personal sense of significance.
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
