Traditional Worship as a Tool for
Evangelism

Leonid MIKHOVICH
The article discusses the evangelistic aspect
of traditional worship in Russian-speaking
Baptist churches in dialogue with the histor-
ical and religious context, with a special
emphasis on the situation in Belarus. The first
and second parts of the article highlight the
importance of the evangelistic component of
Baptist identity and provide examples to
substantiate this statement. The author also
analyzes the sources of the Baptist tradition
of evangelism, including historical back-
ground and context-determined eschatolog-
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ical sentiments, as well as the personal con-
version experiences of evangelicals. The
third and fourth parts examine the tradition
of evangelistic and «call» (invitation) serv-
ices, analyze the components of traditional
worship (worship space, prayer, singing, tes-
timonies, preaching and a call to repentance)
in terms of evangelism,and briefly attempt to
explain the present weakening of an evange-
listic emphasis and identify problems relat-
ed to the evangelistic focus of worship, such
as a simplified understanding of mission and
a lack of attention to other aspects of wor-
ship.

The future of missions in post-Soviet coun-
tries is tied to the formation of an array of
appropriate, indigenous, authentic, effec-
tive, and holistic missiological approaches
within the framework of the paradigm of
world Christianity, which is based on Bib-
lical principles, presents a holistic theoret-
ical system, synthesizes the historical expe-
rience of churches and various theological
approaches, takes local context into ac-
count, and is oriented towards the needs and
issues of local communities. Each of these
conditions is necessary, yet they are thought
about very little and remain unfulfilled in
the missionary practice of traditional evan-
gelical churches. As it happens, the church
cannot fulfill its missionary calling in this
era of freedom by remaining on the margins
of society. Clearly, the realization of new
missionary tasks is left to the new genera-
tion of Christian leaders formed after the
collapse of the USSR and therefore open to
changes in the churches and motivated by
the grand vision of an evangelical reforma-
tion in their countries, who see beyond their
own noses, beyond church walls and denom-
inational interests to the epicenter of com-
munity life and the fates of ordinary people,
where God is at work and where it is possi-
ble to become participants in His mission,
where appropriate missiology for Christians
becomes appropriate Christianity for non-

The Development of the Theological
Concept of Mission in Scripture

Yevgen FURSOV
The traditional understanding of mission is
based on the Great Commission in Matt
28:19-20. As a result, mission is often consid-
ered a feature of the New Testament period,
which to some degree restricts it. This arti-
cle explores the development of the concept
of mission in Scripture with the purpose of
defining the way in which both the Old and
New Testaments represent the wholeness of
the concept of mission. In the first part of the
article the author considers God's covenants
with Noah, Abraham, and also the Sinaic cov-
enant, emphasizing their missional nature.
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From a theological perspective the Old Tes-
tament points to the redemptive character of
mission. In the second part the author ex-
plores God's missional relation to the world
and also raises the question of the Church's
missional relation to the world. Thus the
Church's mission is not only about follow-
ing the Great Commission's command "to
go," but also the command "to be." Within
this framework the mission of the Church can
assume different forms, meeting the physical,
emotional, and spiritual needs of people.

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Jewish Mission in the Second Temple
Period: From Circumcision to Education

Alexander TARASENKO

The present article is a lengthier version of a
speech presented at International Baptist
Theological Seminary (Prague). It concerns
Jewish mission during the Second Temple
period and the transformation that took place
during the centuries following the Babylo-
nian Exile. From the author's point of view,
Judaism did not practice mission in the same
sense of the term peculiar to modern Chris-
tianity. The article contains various sources
that show the extensive spread of the Jews
and Judaism within the Mediterranean and a
short analysis of the missionary practice of
Judaism and one of its sects, the Pharisees.
The author divides Judaic mission into the
categories of passive (the natural spread of
the Jews and Judaism among surrounding
nations) and active (the conscious dissemi-
nation of sectarian theology among the Jews
of the Diaspora). The transformation of Juda-
ism was provoked by the development of so-
ciety itself under the influence of external
factors and led to a gradual shift of religious
identification from circumcision to educa-
tion. On the ground of various sources, the
author shows that this shift was typical for
the mission of the Pharisees and later also of
the first Christians.

The Mission of Paul in Macedonia:
The Proclamation of the Gospel
as an Anti-imperial Message

Sergei SOLOKHA

"The Mission of St. Paul in Macedonia" ex-
amines the essence of the opposition faced by
the Apostle Paul when he brought the good
news to Europe. Paul was accused that his
apostolic international mission was anti-tra-
ditional, anti-cultural, and illegal. His main
accusers were businessmen in the city of
Philippi and the Jews of Thessalonica, who
used political power and mobs against the
Gospel. The Apostle preached in towns with
well-developed Emperor cults during the
reign of Claudius, who had already expelled
the Jews from Rome on the basis of religion.
Although the Gospel had political implica-
tions in its key terms and conflicted with the
royal theology of Caesar, this was not the
main reason for persecution on the part of the
authorities. Paul sees the main opponent of
the Gospel as neither the Emperor who re-
sides in Rome, nor the Jews, the religious
zealots, but as Satan, who uses the authori-
ties as instruments of opposition.

Cooperation of the Church with Media as

The re-
searches lack the look from inside such as
studying the evaluation of the religious mass
media by their main audience - members of
religious organizations. To fill in this lacuna
we carried out a psychological survey not
only of the TV and radio, but also press and
Internet Ukrainian Protestant mass media
audience and staff. The carried out survey of
the Protestant mass media staff and audience
revealed that the religious mass media belong
to the specialized types of publications. Their
influence upon the target audience group,
members of the religious community is deep
and stable, at the same time the missionary
potential is quite low. The complex of fac-
tors, which accompanies conversion, corre-
spond with interpersonal and group, but not
the mass communication. The confessional
mass media are the area of the religious sub-
culture existence. The confidence of Protes-
tants to their publications is very high,
though it combines with the critical and
evaluating approach. The social subject is the
most demanded by the Ukrainian Protestant
media. The organized aid for the socially de-
prived is the main manifestation of the pub-
lic position of Protestants in our country.
