«We know that whoever is born of God does
not sin; but he who has been born of God keeps
himself, and the wicked one does not touch
him.» (1 Jn 5:18, King James Version). One of
the phrases in this verse has two readings,
which are well attested to in Greek manu-
scripts: «<keeps himself> and «keeps him». In or-
der to determine the closest meaning to the
original text, the author of this article has per-
formed a short textual (external evidence), lex-
ical, syntactic and theological (internal evi-
dence) analysis. The theological analysis seeks
to find the meaning of the phrase «born of God»
in the context of the Epistle of John. Does the
word «born» refer to a Christian or to Christ?
Does Christ, who is born of God, keep the one
who is born of God or does the one born of God
keep himself? Based on his research, the author
comes to a conclusion that the reading «Christ
keeps the Christian» is a better match to the
content and context of 1 John.

The Messiah’s Portrait in the Literature of
the Second Temple Period

Alexander TARASENKO

This article is part of an unpublished mono-
graph that analyzes messianic notions in Pal-
estine in the so-called Second Temple period.
The article examines various texts that were
created within Palestine among different Jew-
ish groups over approximately two centuries. In
the author's opinion, these messianic expecta-
tions are peculiar precisely to Palestinian liter-
ature and are found in the texts of the Medi-
terranean Diaspora. The climax of eschatolog-
ical expectations falls during the period between
Pompey's seizure of Jerusalem in 63 BCE and
Titus' destruction of the Holy City in 70 CE.
During that time of active Roman growth in
the East, the Messiah was imagined as a nation-
al liberator from pagan occupation and the rul-

er of the world. Only after 70 CE do the sourc-
es stress his role as a teacher. The rabbinic lit-
erature either tries to level out his significance
for the future history of Israel or just glosses
over his role. Modern research concerning this
theme is found in the footnotes.

Theology of the Emerging Church:
Postmodern Epistemology and the

This article is devoted to the influence of the
postmodern outlook on the Emerging church -
one of the most important voices in contem-
porary Western Protestantism. Based on the
significant role of Scripture and its methods
of interpretation in evangelical Christianity,
the author pays particular attention to the

impact of postmodern hermeneutics on bibli-
cal theology in the Emerging church. For this
purpose, analysis is made of the principle of
plurality and characteristics of postmodern
epistemology, the deconstruction theory of
Jacques Derrida, and their penetration into
evangelical theology (post-liberalism and post-
conservatism). The author proves that the
guiding principles of the Emerging church's
approach to the interpretation of Scripture
(i.e., special attention to story, the concept
of interpretive communities, and the shift to
the reader's perception) is an abandonment of
the traditional understanding of revelation
and the objective-analytic method of literal
interpretation.

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Models of Religious Education in Public
Secondary Schools within European
Research Context: The examples of France,
Russia, and The Netherlands

This article addresses the complexity of phe-
nomena of religious education in public second-
ary schools within European borders. Accord-
ing to the recommendations of the Council of
Europe, since religious education has a signifi-
cant role in the promotion of spiritual, moral,
social, and cultural developments of individu-
als and entire people groups, a solid combina-
tion of religion and intercultural dialogue in ed-
ucation is crucial for binding and strengthen-
ing a present day society. In respond to this
dilemma, the article presents a short overview
of the three main models of religious education
in public secondary schools in Europe. The open-
ing part of the article presents first model where
religious education is substituted by Human-
istic education (France). The second part of
the article, on the example of the Russian Fed-
eration, introduces reader to the Culturologi-
cal model of religious education. Finally, de-
scribing the situation with religious education
in The Netherlands, the third part of the arti-
cle provides an overview of the Pluralist model.
Conclusion of the article underlines the impor-
tance of a correlation of the model of religious
education in particular state to its national
religious components and juridical legislations.

“Living as Monks” and Fools for Christ’s
Sake in the Russian Baptist Brotherhood

Constantine PROKHOROV

The author compares the Russian-Ukrainian
Baptist brotherhood - first of all, in its late
Soviet form - with the Russian Orthodox con-
cept of "monasticism in the world." Character-
istic examples of asceticism among Russian
Baptists, in some cases bordering on foolishness
for Christ's sake, are described and analyzed,
which to some extent may be explained by what
is common to Christians of Russia, namely the
"Eastern Christian" understanding of holiness.
In addition, the parallels between some known
hagiographical narratives of Russian Baptists
and the "Lives of the Saints" are drawn; both
external and internal similarities are noted. The
article attempts to clear up the misunderstand-
ings connected with the subject and at the in-
ter-confessional level, in the context of church
history in general, to demonstrate the legitima-
cy of the thesis of the "monastic way" of Rus-
sian Baptists. The work is based to a large meas-
ure on primary sources - books, articles, and
interviews, reflecting the tradition of the Evan-
gelical-Baptist brotherhood before the begin-
ning of perestroika.
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
