The article defends the thesis of the dia-
logic elements and predisposition in the re-
lationship between the Church and the
University. The simplicity of the “nation-
al” Evangelical Church is enhanced by in-
tellectual confidence, and the rediscovery
of the Gospel in its relevant dimensions
makes possible its expression in non-
church spheres, such as in the university.
The Church and the University, “Jerusa-
lem” and “Athens,” are examined in light
of the providential redemption and justi-
fication of the future, when the university

opens itself up to new sources and forms
of knowledge, and asks questions of the-
ology, and the Church opens itself up tothe
university, seeing in the academic commu-
nity and in scholars potential partners in
defending the value of rational thought
and natural law. The university is seen as
not only an antagonist in theological-phil-
osophical discussions, but as a place for
forming new creative impulses, which cre-
ate a dynamic of search, and the relevance
of experienced traditions.

The Protestant Quest for a Meaning of
the Eucharist: A Comparative
Theological Analysis of the Theology of
the Eucharist in Lutheran, Anglican and
Russian Baptist Traditions

Rostislav TKACHENKO

This article is intended to provide an ade-
quate analytical description of the theolo-
gy of the Eucharist as it is formulated and
understood within three Protestant theo-
logical traditions: Lutheran, Anglican and
Russian Baptist. The fundamental presup-
position of this research is that the hospi-
tality between various Protestant church-
esisimpossible without a theological com-
prehension of the key similarities as well
as dissimilarities in their interpretations
of classic Christian doctrines. This paper
attempts to produce such an investigation
in the case of the doctrine of the Eucharist.
Here three confessional theologies of the
Eucharist are examined, each in its turn
according to the ‘dogmatic’ approach, that
is, a study of the official doctrinal docu-
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ments of the three denominations, and the
‘key theologians’ approach, that is, an in-
quiry into the opinions of several thinkers
determinative to the respective traditions.
After a short review of the Biblical roots
and the pre-Reformation historical devel-
opments in the theological interpretation
of the Eucharist, the author focuses the
next sections of the article specifically on
the exploration of Lutheran, Anglican and
Russian Baptist ways of looking at the
Lord’s Supper. Then, the key differences
and fundamental commonalities of the
three Eucharistic traditions are highlight-
ed and concluding statements about the
need for a re-appreciation of different as-
pects of the Eucharistic theology are made.

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The Biblical and Social-Ethical Grounds
for a Theology of Peacemaking in
Resolving Violent Conflicts

Joshua T. SEARLE

This article considers one of the enduring
issues of Christian ethics: the question
concerning whether it is permissible to
engage in armed combat. Addressing the
issue from a radical Christian perspective,
this article contends that realism, paci-
fism and just war theory all fail to pene-
trate to the heart of the issue about the
morality of war, and that each of these
approaches is unable to provide valid the-
ological or social ethical grounds for a the-
ology of peacemaking. As a way out of the
traditional impasse between the advocates
of just war, realism and pacifism, this es-
say draws on the ideas of Glen Stassen and
James Wm. McClendon in order to devel-
op a transformative theology of Just
Peacemaking that fulfils the biblical re-
quirement of faithfulness and achieves the
social-ethical necessity of effectiveness.
This article concludes that a theology of
peacemaking is indeed justified on social-
ethical as well as biblical grounds, but
proper acknowledgement is given to the
fact that this ethical debate is highly com-
plex and that it engages participants at the
deepest level of their Christian moral con-
victions.

Three Periods of Awakening in
Eastern Slavic Lands
John WHITE

This article compares and contrasts three
periods of evangelical awakening in the
former Soviet Union with the goal of show-
ing the most important factors that con-
tributed to awakening. The three periods
in question are the evangelical awakenings
that occurred under Lord Radstock in the
late 19 century, during the first decade
under communism in the early 20* centu-
ry, and during the first decade after the
fall of communism in the 1990's. The au-
thor attempts to balance spiritual factors,
such as those examined by renowned spe-
cialist in awakenings J. Edwin Orr, with
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historical and cultural factors, such as
those analyzed by sociologist James Davi-
son Hunter and experts on change Andy
Crouch and Malcolm Gladwell. While cer-
tain common factors emerged, such as ac-
tive mission work, influential leaders, in-
creased religious freedom and availabili-
ty of Bibles, there were important differ-
ences as well. It is clear that further study
is needed regarding the period of the
1990’s, during which several key factors
from the previous periods were lacking.

Church or Sect? Identification and self-
identification Evangelical Christians-
Baptists within the conditions of the late
Soviet time

The article attempts to show how the def-
initions of “church” and “sect”, as used by
Soviet authorities and scholars, were ap-
plied to Evangelical Christians-Baptists
after World War I, and how this religious
community reacted to these definitions.
The author argues that the conditions of
that time contributed to rethinking of the
concept of church among Evangelicals-
Christians-Baptists in USSR. The Union of
Evangelical Christians-Baptists, which
united most of the Evangelical believers in
the USSR, was perceived by them as a kind
of church, which, in a sense, was a response
of this group of believers to labeling them
a “sect”. Objectively, there are three main
factors that influenced this rethinking:
state policy of atheism, cultural example of
Russian Orthodox Church and actual feel-
ing believers who experienced spiritual
unity based on common patterns of life,
relationship and expectations.
