In thelight of the kenotic per-
spective, many New Testament texts reflect
Paul's idea of the kenosis of Christ as the
pathway of the church. Noris this theme an
isolated one; kenosis is reflected in many
placesin the New Testament, disclosing the
nature of the Triune God and reflected in
the sacraments and practices of the church.
In this way, the article regards the life of
the church, its ministry and mission
through the prism of Christ's kenosis. The
author does not offer exhaustive research,
but merely sketches the outline of the
kenotic perspective. In the future this
theme will be developed in more detail in
the practical expression of kenosis in the
ministry and mission of the church.

Although Scrip-
ture points simultaneously both to the
unity and the distinction between Christ
and the Church, when regarded in the light
of its mission in the contemporary world,
the Church itself is the resurrected and
ascended Son of God, His hands, feet, and
lips bringing the gospel to all peoples.

These
particular missiological accents have de-
fined the specific ecclesiological configu-
rations within Pentecostalism, permitting
its unprecedented development on a global
scale.

The
core of these changes was expressed in the
shift from an ecclesiology based on evan-
gelism to an ecclesiology formulated ac-
cording to a holistic view of mission, from
the spontaneous missiological reflex of
early Pentecostalism to complex contem-
porary theological constructions.

The Forgotten Ecclesiological Measure:
Holiness as the Leading Sign of the
Church in the Radical Reformation

This article presents a survey of contem-
porary ecclesiological approaches, outlin-
ing various models and views of the nature
of the Church and also its existence from
the point of view of holiness as the key
measurement of authenticity. The concept
of this sign of the Church is presented
from the perspective of different tradi-
tions (Catholic, Orthodox, and Protestant)
with particular emphasis on holiness as it
was conceived in the congregations of the
radical wing of the Reformation. The ar-
ticle outlines the attitude to holiness as the
single most definitive feature of congrega-
tions in the Eastern Slavic context. The
article underlines the point that in post-
modern times there is a marked tendency
toward areturn to the ancient understand-
ing of the marks of the Church and their
expression in the Nicene Creed—holiness,
catholicity, unity, and apostolicity.

The Influence of Trinitarian Theology
on the Teaching of the Church in the
Reformation

This articleis dedicated to the study of the
influence of the doctrine of the Trinity on
contemporary evangelical ecclesiology.
The author presents the history of the for-
mation and development of the doctrine of
the Trinity in both the East and West, with
their distinct accents on tri-unity and uni-
ty, respectively. The article demonstrates
that the Western approach, with its em-
phasis on the unity of the Triune God led
to the neglect of Trinitarian doctrine from
the time of the Reformation until the be-
ginning of the twentieth century. Thanks
to an upsurge of interest in Trinitarian
theology, the significance of the doctrine
of the Trinity for theology as a whole, in-
cluding for ecclesiology. Special attention
is given to the work of the evangelical the-
ologians Miroslav Volf, Stanley Grenz,
and Paul Fiddes, who have constructed an
ecclesiology in which the doctrine of the
Trinity plays a defining role. The article
demonstrates the various accents of these
theologians concerning the role of the
Trinity in evangelical ecclesiology, yet all
of them are united by the idea that the true
Church is based on the very life of the Tri-
une God.

foundations of Christian teaching about
the Holy Spirit and the Church so as to
offer amoreintegrative model of it. There-
fore this article attempts at an elaboration
of the basics of an Evangelical pneumato-
logical ecclesiology, that is a doctrine of
the Church rooted in a doctrine of the Spir-
it, or, conversely, a doctrine of the Spirit
rooted in a doctrine of the Church. Having
adopted some theological intuitions and
ideas of Yves Congar and Nikolas Afanasi-
eff (Nikolay Afanasiev), the author shows
that the concept of the pneumatological
ecclesiology can be formulated, developed,
explicated and defended on the ground of
itsinternal consistency and external argu-
mentative support. This concept (i) is log-
ically and methodologically coherent, as
its conceptual and philosophical analysis
of the first section demonstrates. It (ii) can
be traced back to crucial Biblical notions
and doctrines, since both the Old and New
Testaments frequently speak of the person
and mission of the God’s Spirit in connec-
tion with the life and mission of the God’s
people, as the section two shows. Finally,
(iii) historical-theological arguments sup-
porting the concept offered are given in
the section three, where the structure and
content of the ancient creeds as well as
specific views of the two great Christian
thinkers of the medieval (Thomas Aqui-
nas) and the early modern (Martin Luther)
period are considered. As a result, the ar-
ticle proves that such thing as a pneuma-
tological ecclesiology is not a novelty, but
a logically, biblically and historically
sound concept which needs to be elaborat-
ed further onin the Slavic Evangelical the-
ological scholarship, since its theoretical
values and practical implications look
promising.
