The New Testament Faith of the Old
Testament Righteous one: Abraham in the
Letter to the Hebrews

Gennady PSHENICHNY

This work examines particular characteristics of faith,
on which the author of Hebrews focuses the reader's
attention. Unlike other New Testament books, where
faith is presented as a means for obtaining salvation
in Christ, or as a necessary component for perform-
ing a miracle, the book of Hebrews depicts faith as
patience and endurance, as daily "walking with God,"
as sojourning and constant waiting for the One who
"will come and will not delay.” The author of the book
chooses Old Testament heroes to be examples of such
faith, particularly Abraham. Analyzing the structure
of the Abrahamic narrative the author of the letter
presents to his readers Abraham as a hero of faith who
started by faith his spiritual journey, sojourned by faith
his entire life, and concluded his earthly traveling also
by faith.

This work shows that the faith described in He-
brews originates in the Scripture of Torah. The au-
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thor of Hebrews didn't "endow" his Old Testament
heroes with New Testament qualities in order to
strengthen his own point, but "discovered" these qual-
ities diligently exegeting the Old Testament texts and
disclosing the intention of the Old Testament authors.

The Experience of Reading the Church
Fathers in the Post-modern Context

This paper represents an attempt at comparative anal-
ysis between the spiritual experience of the Church
Fathers as expressed in the development of the teach-
ings on divine light and theosis, with Pentecostalism's
insistence on the importance of an experience of the
Holy Spirit for every born-again Christian. The ex-
amples of Gregory the Theologian (fourth century)
and Simeon the New Theologian (tenth and eleventh
centuries) indicate the importance of personal expe-
rience of the common faith, pointing to the continu-
ity and development of the mystical theology of the
Eastern Church. The author raises the question of the
acceptance of the riches of the patristic heritage by
contemporary Russian Pentecostalism and of the
possible paths for its further development.

What Expectations do Pastors and Local
Churches in the Former Soviet Union

have of Higher Theological Education at the
Beginning of the 21st Century?

Taras DYATLIK

The purpose of this article is to draw the attention of
theological educators to the expectations and feel-
ings of local church pastors concerning formal theo-
logical education in order to stimulate constructive
dialogue on both sides. The article represents a gen-
eral description of the results of a qualitative survey
of seventy pastors from five regions of the former
Soviet Union conducted by Donetsk Christian Uni-
versity from 2005-2007 as part of its strategic plan-
ning process. No statistics are given in order to direct
the reader's attention specifically to the questions and
expectations of pastors.

In the process of interviewing each pastor, the fol-
lowing five questions were asked: (1) What is the
basic purpose for the existence and functioning of a
higher theological institution (2) What programs
would the pastor like to see in a theological school?
(3) What qualities would he like to see in a student?
(4) What, in the pastor's opinion, should the gradu-
ate of a theological program be like? (5) What qual-
ities should characterize an instructor in a higher the-
ological institution?

Gender "Before" and "After" the
Resurrection: Thoughts of Eschatological
Anthropology

Victor SHLOENKIN

The issue of gender was extremely seldom, if at all,
raised in the theological circles of the early and medi-
eval church. Marriage was sanctified once more
among the Reformers. However, questions of resur-
rection and the state of human beings following res-
urrection have been considered comparatively recent-
ly. In this article the author studies those passages of
the Bible which have been ignored by many theolo-
gians. This concerns not only considerations of the
issue of gender here on earth, but also from the per-
spective of what role gender will play on the eschato-
logical horizon. Gender is directly related to Chris-
tology and to the way we understand anthropology.
If Christ accepted human nature, including soul, mind,
and flesh, why should we ignore gender? It seems that
the discussion of sex in the eschatological context is
considered taboo. Today theologians raise the ques-
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tion of the resurrection of a "physical man" more
boldly and decisively, but the issue of gender and sex
in their post-resurrection state has not been clearly
raised so far. In this paper the author takes the liberty
of inviting theological circles to consider anew the
issues of sex and gender.

How Indigenous Was the Baptist
Movement in the Russian Empire?

Russian Evangelical Christians-Baptists exhibit their
indigenous character today. This is seen in their wor-
ship, whose tenor and pulsation significantly differ from
the West. How indigenous are Russian Baptists? There
is no easy answer. In origin or development they are
simply not an implantation from another nation or
culture. On the other hand, Protestant as well as Bap-
tistimpulses from abroad have influenced them. It should
be recognized that German Baptists took advantage of
the evangelical movement already developing in the
Russian Empire. They were not initiators of the move-
ment but facilitators in moving it to what they consid-
ered were more consistent biblical principles.

Secularism and Religious Faith
Maxim BALAKLITSKY

In this apologetic work the author compares the "ideal
types" of secular ideology (understood as superstition;
Russian: sueverie) with religious ones (as trust [Rus-
sian: doverie] in God), showing the competitive and
conflictive nature of their interaction. The article
demonstrates the ideological and moral bankruptcy of
the secular worldview, the apophatic, negative pathos of
its pseudo-freedom from duties and relationships, and, as
aresult, from the meaning and true value of human life.

The purpose of the article is to criticize the "theol-
ogy of political correctness,” i.e. attempts to soften
adherence to Biblical principles of moral evaluation of
the atheistic way of life, as well to criticize the false
"spirituality” of the New Age movement that seeks to
return the civilized consumer to the pagan deification
of human instincts. The separation of Church and
State, bought with the lives of thousands of
Protestants, is one of the major achievements of
modern times. The solution to the problem of the
moral degradation of society lies not in the reduction
of the space of freedom, as in medieval Catholic
Europe, but in the following of the moral precepts of
the gospel by the Church, although not in the short-
term political order-even with a religious tinge-and
in the continued fulfillment of the Great Commission.
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
