A Theological Critique of Modern
Exegetical Practice

David HOEHNER

The purpose of this article is to call for a more theo-
logically rich understanding of the task of Scriptural
interpretation. It begins by outlining a Trinitarian
description of revelation and discussing what this
means for our understanding of Scripture. Identify-
ing Scripture as God's primary instrumentality of
revelation, the article advances the "theological vir-
tues"-faith, hope, and love-as essential for a reader to
interpret Scripture well. The article then explores
modern exegesis' interest in the literal meaning of the
text and the current critique of this approach. It ex-
plores what authorial intention is through interact-
ing with E.D. Hirsch's distinction between "mean-
ing" and "significance" and Gadamer's understanding
of interpretation through the metaphor of conversa-
tion. It argues that an affirmation of divine author-
ship and an understanding of Christ as God's fullest
self-revelation opens the way for theological inter-
pretations of Scripture which go beyond human au-
thorial intention. It then demonstrates such theolog-

ical interpretation in the apostolic writings and its jus-
tification in the writings of Origen and Aquinas.

Some Observations Concerning the
Theology of the Psalms from a Structural-
Canonical Perspective

Denis KONDYUK

This article presents current trends in Old Testament
hermeneutics using the Psalter as a case study. It starts
with an analysis of the historical grounds of the cur-
rent hermeneutical situation and moves to a descrip-
tion of methodology based on canonical criticism as
it was presented by Brevard Childs and developed
for the Psalter by Gerald Wilson. The article contin-
ues through the whole Psalter book by book making
observations that the canonical- structural approach
makes possible. Following is an analysis of structural
theology on the basis of two groups of psalms from
the beginning and end of the Psalter and a study of
the theology that is obtained by using structural-ca-
nonical method and the idea of a holistic plot in the
Psalter. Special attention is given to the New Testa-
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ment’s use of the Psalter with the suggestion that New
Testament authors were part of an interpretive tradi-
tion similar to the one presented by the structural-
canonical approach. Finally, the author suggests ap-
plying the structural-canonical approach more wide-
ly and vigorously in Old Testament studies and points
out the need to revise the indifferent attitude towards
early Christian and Jewish interpretive theological
traditions that persists in evangelical circles.

On Christian Pacifism
Constantine PROKHOROV

The author analyzes the classical Christian viewpoints
on the military, presenting the wide spectrum of eth-
ical problems related to the national requirement of
performing military service, participation in war, the
death penalty, etc. The paper also draws attention to
the historical background of the penetration of both
the concepts of "just war theory" and extreme paci-
fism into the Russian-Ukrainian brotherhood of the
Evangelical Christians-Baptists. The au-thor notes
both the Russian "sectarian” and the "Orthodox-
monastic” influence on the traditional pacifism of a
con-siderable portion of the Slavic Baptists and dis-
cusses the ambiguity of the definitions of military
involvement even in the creeds of the EC-B, as well
as the sharp contradiction between some official pub-
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lications and the actual life of local congregations. The
research contains a brief survey of the key biblical texts
on the problem, which are mainly interpreted from
the position of Christian pacifism. At the same time,
the author points out the known shortcomings or
moral limitations of the admissibility of pacifism, spe-
cifically in its extreme legalistic form.

Theosis in Patristic Thought
Vladimir KHARLAMOV

In the current renewal of interest in the deification
theme in the West, the consensual and homogeneous
character of this concept among early Christian writ-
ers is generally assumed. This article concisely exam-
ines the intricate complexity of the emergence and
development of theosis in patristic theology, acknowl-
edging the initially marginal, rhetorical, multi-dimen-
sional, and often contextualized role of this concept
prior to its theological consolidation in Pseudo-Diony-
sius the Areopagite and Maximus the Confessor in the
sixth and seventh centuries. Important to Palamite
and Neo-Palamite Eastern Orthodox theology, the
distinction between the divine essence and energy
is not necessarily a representative characteristic of
the early church fathers.

The Issue of Authority in Eastern Orthodox
Tradition: A Protestant View

Victor SHLENKIN

The concept of "Tradition" in Orthodox theology
evokes curious and ambiguous associations in the
minds of evangelical Christians. Sometimes Protes-
tants conceive of Tradition as something parallel to
the Bible, as a sort of collection of ancient texts and
rules. Quite probably that is the assumption of pop-
ular Orthodox theology as well. However, in our re-
search we wish to reveal Tradition as it is regarded
by academic authors who represent the classical Or-
thodox witness. What is the nature of Tradition? Does
it have a textual basis? Who has the right to express
and explain it, applying Tradition to the settling of
many issues of church life? How practical is their rea-
soning? These are a few of the questions raised in the
article. By examining the works of recognized Or-
thodox theologians and presenting to them critical
questions connected with the actual embodiment of
theological discourse concerning Tradition in the
church life of Orthodox Christians, we hope to un-
derstand more deeply the basis of our own tradition-
al Protestant faith, which is rooted completely in the
study of Holy Scripture.
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
