On Several Peculiarities of the
Understanding of Baptism in the Russian
Baptist Church

It is no secret that the identical “baptismal
texts” of Holy Scripture often receive complete-
ly different interpretations in the Western
Protestant and Orthodox traditions. More than
one-hundred years ago in Russia, at the inter-
section of West and East, the Russian-Ukrain-
ian Evangelical-Baptist tradition was born,
which with time formed itself into a distinc-
tive movement with its own (neither Orthodox
nor completely Protestant) theology. The au-
thor’s goal is to show the distinctive Slavic
Evangelical understanding of water baptism,
inevitably basing it not exclusively on New
Testament texts but on the Eastern Baptist
interpretive paradigm. Many primary sources
are consulted: books, articles, hymns, and in-
terviews, in all of which the departure from
classical Protestant views on baptism is noted
and its meaning in the stream of Eastern tra-
dition—as a sacrament—is followed out.

Baptism as a Test Case for the Nature and
Limits of National Theology

Mark Saucy

In its source and substance evangelical national
theology is bound by the canon of Scripture and
the transcultural message of good news record-
ed therein. This essay attempts to apply the
limits of the Gospel, Scripture’s evangelium,
to the question of the meaning and practice of
baptism. Exegesis of relevant texts, biblical
theology and church history are explored for
conclusions. First, exegesis does not appear to
give baptism a substantive role in the New Tes-
tament in creating eternal life, placing us into
Christ, or giving the Holy Spirit. Faith stands
preeminent and alone for all these blessings.
Second, the apostolic theology of faith, grace,
good works and the place of Christ’s cross in
the Gospel recognizes baptism as the expression
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of obedience by an already saved person. It also
indicates the spiritual blessings that obedience
in baptism do bring. In Scripture baptism is
presented as a means to strengthen and support
spiritual life rather than a means necessary to
gain that life. Baptism does not create any-
thing; it sustains and enriches something. Fi-
nally, Church history indicates that the ques-
tion of baptism’s necessity does not appear to
divide along the cultural boundaries. It divides
along the eternal boundary of Gospel and Not-
Gospel. When shrouded in later sacramental
theology, baptism mutes the Gospel’s require-
ment of faith alone. The essay concludes with
a call to the biblical pattern where baptism is
an initiatory rite administered in close chro-
nological proximity to believing faith. Sepa-
rating baptism from faith artificially de-sta-
bilizes the faith-obedience core of the Gospel’s
demand. It elicits questions as to the efficacy
of baptism in itself—questions Scripture does
not raise.
