Prophecies of Israel’s Future: The
Hermeneutics of Covenant Theology and
Dispensationalism

Sergey Solokha

The theme of this article touches on the inter-
pretation of the future of Israel most widely
held by Evangelical Christian-Baptist church-
es in post-Soviet countries. This position was
shaped largely by the dispensationalist school
of interpretation which was spread through the
use of the Bible with the Scofield commentary.
A comparative analysis is given of two oppos-
ing schools of interpretation of prophecies con-
cerning the future of Israel: dispensationalism
and covenant theology. On the one hand, the
dispensationalist school is inclined to a literal
interpretation of OT prophecy, which is regard-
ed as having to do with a certain temporary

dispensation. Covenant theology, on the other
hand, accents the unity between the Old and
New Testaments, interpreting prophecy con-
cerning Israel as figurative, and relating it to
the future of the whole people of God, includ-
ing both national Israel and the non-Israelite
church. The two interpretive approaches use
different hermeneutical methodologies. The
article compares the hermeneutics of the two
schools with the hermeneutical approach of
Paul, based on his interpretation of the future
of Israel in Romans 9-11.

Training to Failure, Training to Success:
The Hidden Curriculum of Seminary
Education

Perry Shaw

The thesis of this article is that theological
education is only effective when the so-called
“hidden curriculum” is consciously recognized
and not simply glossed over. The hidden
curriculum (the way we teach) penetrates the
entire educational process and therefore exerts
a stronger influence on students than the
disclosed curriculum (what we teach).
Moreover, the hidden curriculum has a negative
influence not only on the educational process,
but also on the spiritual growth and later
practical ministry of students. Examining the
present traditional system of theological
education, the author employs a number of
examples. He gives practical recommendations
for resolving the situation: the spiritual
mentoring of students, the integration of
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theoretical teaching with practical service,
unifying program elements into a single whole,
and rejecting grades as an approach to
teaching.

The Conflict in the Union of Evangelical
Christians-Baptists: 1959-1963

The division that occurred among Evangelical
Christians-Baptists in the 1960s is one of the
most dramatic pages in the history of
evangelicalism in Russia and the USSR. At
present, when the historical facts and
chronological sequence of those events have
been well studied, more attention should be
paid to the analysis of the actions of the All-
Union Council of Evangelical Christians-
Baptists (AUCECB) and the Council of
Churches of Evangelical Christians-Baptists
(CCECB) during those years. Unfortunately,
what we find now is quite one-sided analysis,
where the actions of one of the parties in the
conflict (depending on the author’s stand) are
presented as correct, while the actions of the
other side are portrayed as incorrect and
destructive. Now that several decades have
passed since those events, there is an
opportunity to assess more objectively what
happed. This article is an attempt at such an
objective analysis.

The Effectiveness of Theological
Education in Ukraine: A Research Project

Research Project “Theological Education in
Ukraine” is designated primarily for the leaders
and faculties of theological schools. But it
could be an interesting and helpful tool for
leadership of the local churches and church
unions. Beside of that those, who are interested
in theological education and training new
ministers for the churches, will find the data
for their own research projects. This article is
the special journal version of the project edition
which is shorter then a book edition. But it still
includes the history, premise, methods, area of
the research and the results. The research was
conducted in several leading theological
schools in Ukraine. The authors of the project
were looking for the answers for the most
important questions in theological education
—how the theological training meets the needs
of the churches and the society, what are the
factors lead to high quality of the training and
what are the stumbling blocks in that way? The
article includes not only the observational data,
but some conclusions and recommendations.
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
