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From
the Editorial
Commitiee:

S ince the time that theological schools and study programs
first appeared in the countries of the former Soviet Union, the
need for a periodical reflective of the development of
evangelical theological thought has often been noted. In order
toinclude the greatest possible number of authors and
readers representative of various theological schools and
churches, the broad cooperation of evangelical Protestants
throughout Eurasia was needed. The conditions conducive to
such cooperation were established as a result of the work of
the Euro-Asian Accrediting Association (EAAA).

The work of the EAAA, on the one hand, has clarified for
many evangelical Christian leaders the need for being
theologically well-informed and for quality theological
education, and has also stimulated the development of
scholarly activity in existing theological schools. On the other
hand, the activity of the Association has itself created a
precedent for cooperation between theological institutions
and their churches, raising the level of mutual
understanding and the awareness of mutual interests among
their participants. In this way, the appearance of Theological
Reflections represents one of the results of cooperation within
the EAAA and proposes broader interaction between
representatives of the church, educational institutions, and
organizations, with the goal of developing the theological
thinking of evangelical Protestants in Eurasia.

At atime when the discussion among the members of the
Theological Society of Eurasia concerning the condition of
theology among evangelical Protestants of the former Soviet
Union testifies to the existence of widely differing
evaluations, the necessity of broad dialogue for determining
the essence and content of Eurasian theology is recognized
almost unanimously. In response to this universally
recognized demand, Theological Reflections gives «talking
room» for the discussion of evangelical theological issues in
those countries where, for many decades, such open and wide-
ranging discussion was not practiced.

The significance and timeliness of the publication of this
journalis facilitated by the many-sided and urgent nature of
the tasks before us. First of all, the journal will become an
instrument for facilitating the development of theological
thought among evangelical Protestantsin Eurasia. The
journal opens up the possibility of setting forth theological
concepts and ideas relevant to the contemporary church and
society for members of the theological society, instructorsin
theological schools, and representatives of churches and
Christian organizations.

Itis nolessimportant that Protestant churches are
gaining a representative publication capable of extending
significant help in the development of their ministry. The
journal presentsinformative material concerning pertinent
problems and issues of contemporary theology, church, and
society, to pastors, teachers, and church leaders, while also
proposing possible answers to the questions that the
constantly changing circumstances of life present to the
church.

Besides this, by answering pertinent theological questions,
the journal becomes a special kind of interpreter of the
essence and features of the evangelical Christian faith, both
for secular society as it exists in the majority of states of the
former Soviet Union, and for the representatives of other
Christian groups and other religions. Rather than be
completely dependent on outside interpreters of evangelical
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Protestatism, the objective truth-seeker here has an
opportunity to find out from evangelical Christians
themselves where they see the meaning and fruit of their
faith.

The appearance of the first issue of Theological
Reflections may well be considered an important historical
event in the development of evangelical Protestant theology
in Eurasia. I'ts significance does not lie in the fact that the
first collection of theological articles has finally appeared in
the countries where, until recently, the Christian faith was
cruelly persecuted and where formal theological education
and serious theological publications were only something to
dream about. I't is well known that individual seminaries
began to publish articles by their own instructors and
students almost ten years earlier. The precedent set by
Theological Reflections consists, first of all, in the breadth of
its «talking room», which transcends the boundaries of a
single seminary, or single association of churches, or a single
country, and instead is accessible to theologians and lovers of
theology from many countries and church affiliations who
are united by their common faith in the divine inspiration of
Scripture as the primary source of theology. Moreover,
because every article is published in two languages —
Russian (or other national language ) and English — its
contents are accessible to readers all over the world who are
interested studying Eurasian theology.

The range of possibilities created by Theological
Reflections is due not only to its accessibility to a wide circle
of readers and critics, but also to the motivation of
evangelical Christiansin this region to submit their own
discoveries, research, conclusions, and acquired experience
for examination and discussion. The quantity of theological
materials published by national authors in this part of the
world is not commensurate with the level of their theological
knowledge, acquired and applied in the life of local
congregations, church associations, theological schools and
missionary organizations. In fact, because of the shortage of
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evangelical pastors, teachers, and other ministers in post-
Soviet countries, and, consequently, their heavy load of
practical ministry, the theological reflections, research, and
experience of these people are often relegated to rough drafts,
lecture notes, and sermons, which have not achieved the form
of actual articles, brochures, or books. The existence of a
journal will stimulate authors to express their thoughtsin
good quality articles, justify their investment of time and
energy, and will, in turn, facilitate their own professional
development.

It would be remiss not to note yet another advantage of
the journal, namely the widened field of material selected for
publication. The six-year experience of cooperation among
the representatives of theological schools in the Euro-Asian
Accrediting Association, and also the contact of their
instructors and their churches in the Eurasian Theological
Society, have contributed to the establishment of an Editorial
Committee whose interests are not limited to the desire of one
theological institution or group of churches to advertize and
popularize their own achievements. The broad geographic
and denominational representation of the Editorial
Committee and Board of Consultants allows the committee
members to focus on the corporate interests of evangelical
Protestants in Eurasia, on the relevance and quality of
materials published, on the breadth of themes selected, and on
the variety of authors’ positions.

While taking into consideration that the process of
«theologizing»,like other types of theoretical activity, has a
tendency to carry away the researcher with the beauty and
harmony of ideas, the real or seeming contradictionsin an
opponent’s arguments, and the constantly widening horizon
of unexplained mysteries, the founders of the journal do not
intend to facilitate the distractions of theorizing to the injury
of practical applications.

Itis assumed that all materials published will be unified
by the general goal to which Jesus Christ’s own teaching
ministry was dedicated: the proclamation of the good news of
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the Kingdom of God (MFE 1:14 ). What is our God like, the
Creator of the universe and the Savior of humanity? What
are the goals and principles of His guidance of the world?
How can a person know God? What is the essence, the role,
and the responsibility of humanity, created in His image and
likeness? What are God’s intentions for the family and the
state? What is the nature of the church of the Lord Jesus
Christ? What does the church’s ministry consist of? What is
the church’s responsibility to society? Articles on these and
similar themes are called to be the means of extending the
knowledge of God among our contemporaries. Therefore, the
journal proposes to examine various areas of theology.

In offering the first issue of the journal to the reader, we
bring glory and honor to the Triune God. We are grateful to
Him for the mutual understanding that has grown among us
during the last few years on the Council of the Euro-Asiatic
Accrediting Association and for the enthusiasm of the first
participantsin the Eurasian Theological Society, which
created the conditions for cooperation in the publication of
the journal Theological Reflections. We also are in need of
God’s guidance and support to continue this important work
for the greatest useful "ness to all its participants. We ask all
its readers to support this ministry with constant prayer and
direct participation in the discussion that takes place on the
pages of the journal with a word of «... grace, seasoned with
salt» (Col4:6 ).

The life of Jesus
according to Paul
Victor Kalashnikov

It is widely accepted in modern biblical scholarship
that Paul has little interest in the historical Jesus
because he rarely refers to the events of Jesus’
life. The British evangelical scholar, David
‘Wenham, has recently challenged this assumption
in his Paul: Follower of Jesus or Founder of
Christianity? Wenham claims that Paul’s allusions
to the life of Jesus are more numerous than what
appears on the text’s surface.

Has Wenham succeeded in his reevaluation of the
data? This is the central question of the present
article. Having analyzed Wenham’s arguments
in detail, the author concludes that the new
hypothesis does not stand the test. In his judgment,
Paul’s silence regarding the ministry of Jesus
remains undeniable. Yet, this silence is not to be
taken as an argument against the historical
reliability of the Gospel accounts. Rather, it points
to the literary distinction between the gospels and
the epistles, as well as to certain distinctive features
of Paul’s theology.

The Roots of Scientific Bible
Criticism
Johannes Lange

This article shows that scientific criticism of
the Bible is a particular way of thinking that
is founded on methodological doubt, inherited
from Rene Descartes’ philosophical concept, and
is applied to historical-critical interpretation
of the Bible by means of three principles:
criticism, analogy, and correlation (E.Troeltsch).
The exegetical practice that results from this
concept is characterized by such elements as
methodological atheism; the assessment of the
Bible as a product of human thinking; the
assumption of evolutionary development of
thought; and the separation of truth and
reality. In the second part of the article this
approach is evaluated in the light of the object
of interpretation itself: the Bible. The author
concludes that historical-critical interpretation,
in its roots and in its essential elements,
contradicts its object of research, the Bible
itself, and therefore cannot serve as an
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acceptable method of exegesis of the Holy
Scriptures.

The Significance of «One Flesh»
in Relation to Marriage

This article deals with questions about the

As marriage is a covenantal
relationship comparable to the one between God
and his people, the renewal, restoration and
adaptation of the covenant for the benefit of each
of the partners is always possible, even in the
case of covenant violation.

Paul Tillich’s Position on Visual
Arts and Architecture
Michael V. Riaguzov

In this article the major ideas of an outstan-
ding Protestant thinker of the twentieth centu-
ry are reflected, those of Paul Tillich, who suc-
cessfully worked «on the border» between
theology and philosophy that is typical for clas-
sical German and existential philosophy, and
liberal theology.

Tillich’s contribution to the theological-philo-
sophical concept of art is shown, in particular
his understanding of the interaction of ex-
pressionistic, idealistic and naturalistic ele-
ments in art, where preference, completely
justifiably, is given to the expressive element.
The thinker solves the dual functional-symbo-
lical nature of architecture by sanctioning the
contradiction between symbolical tradition and
symbolical spontaneity in architecture. Paul
Tillich’s consideration of discretion and con-
tinuity in architectural space, and the signi-
ficance of color and light in church archi-
tecture is of great importance. Convincing
affirmation of this are the architectural execu-
tions of modern, multi-purpose, public, Christian
complexes such as St. Lavrenty in Stuttgart
(Germany), Myyrmaku (Finland) and Graz-
Zagniz (Austria) considered in the article.
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
